Shane Valenzi

DI RECTOR NOTE® S

Dispite my background as a trail lawyer, my long time fascination with Twelve Angry Men has little to do with the
depiction of the legal system or its iconic examples of effective rhetorical argument, and more to do with the title;
this is a show about masculinity, and it is a show about anger. The jurors in this production are angry - angry at
their lot in life, angry at being trapped in an uncomfortable room, angry at being forced to serve on a jury, angry
at being excluded from the social groups forming within that room. The reasons vary, but anger is part of the
human condition, and it is the jurors' internal and external struggle with that emotion that fuels the action of this
piece.

The Ashe conformity studies of the 1950s introduced a revolutionary psychological explanation for grouplink:
individuals will often conform to a group's incorrect answer, even when the correct answer is obvious, to avoid
appearing different or being ridiculed. Further, recent studies suggest a strong link between testosterone levels
and a reluctance to admit one is wrong (yes, really). And those hormonal pressures combined with the "toxic
masculinity” environment and culture of the 1950's makes our jurors fight both internal and external impulses to
make one of hardest choices they could possibly make: admitting they are wrong and changing their mind in the
midst of a group. Watching each juror's individual struggles with these impulses make up the true conflict of the
piece, and it is that fundamental, unchanging conflict of humanity that makes Twelve Angry Men as universally
fascinating today as it was seventy years ago. Thank you for coming, and enjoy the show!
